September Book Report


Objective:
Pick a book FICTION book and have it approved on _______________________________. This CANNOT be a book you have already read. It also has to be a title from our Queen of Peace library or my classroom library.  You will then create a digital book report using the app (already installed on your iPad) Book Creator.  
Creating your first book (steps from Book Creator Support app)
1. Add a new book


Tap the “New Book” button at the top left of the screen.

2. Choose the shape for your book


We will all choose “landscape”.

3. Customize your front cover


On the cover pick a background color.  

4. Add some text

Tap the +icon and choose ‘Add Text’.  Type the TITLE, AUTHOR, AND YOUR NAME. If you make a mistake, you can always tap the UNDO button in the top menu.

You can be creative with the size, font style, and font color.  Please just make it easy to read.

5. Adding an image 

Find a picture of the cover of the book from the Internet.  Save a copy of it to your iPad photo library.  (You will have to do this with all of your images that you will be using for this project).

Tap the +icon and choose iPad photo library. Find the photo you want to use and select it to make it appear in your book.  You can then resize it and make it fit.

6. Add a new page


Tap the LARGE + button on the right of the screen, or use can use the Pages button in the top menu.  

**Note that your first 2 pages are already added for you, so from the cover page, tap the > button to start adding text and images to the rest of your book.

 
Summary of Pages:



Cover Page-title, author, and student name



Page 2, 3, 4, 5- summary of the book 




-Do not retell the entire story and do NOT give away the ending.



Page 6- main character 




-Name and describe the character





- Insert an image that describes their personality


Page 7- another character



-Name and describe the character




-Insert an image that describes their personality



Page 8 & 9- conflict




-Describe in detail what the main conflict is and how it is resolved.
-You may add an image on one of these pages.

Page 10- setting


-Describe in detail the setting of the story


-Add an image that best represents the setting.

Page 11- Recommendation

-Describe in detail if you would recommend or would not recommend this book to another reader.  Cite 3 specific examples to help prove your opinion.

7. Preview your book in iBooks

Send your book to iBooks at any time to check how the book looks.

8. Saving your book

When you are done adding elements to the pages of your book, you and go back to the start menu by tapping MY BOOKS.  

You will see that your book is automatically saved and added to the list.  Tap on the ‘Inspector’ button below your book and tap on the book title and author to change the name.

-Paragraphs are at least 5-6 sentences long.  

-Give specific details.
